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CABINET 
 

1.0 The Cabinet will collectively: 
 

(a) Carry out all of the Council’s functions, including Local Choice 
functions except those which are required by the law or this 

Council’s Constitution to be the responsibility of the Council itself 
or any other non-executive part of the Council. It will therefore 
have responsibility for all executive functions and functions 

which are responsibility of the executive; 
 

(b) Consider and recommend for approval by the Council the 
budget ; 

 

(c) Consider and recommend for approval by the Council any plan 
and strategy forming part of the Policy Framework of the 

Council; 
 
(d) Consider and recommend for approval by the Council any plan 

or strategy which the Council has chosen to reserve itself; 
 

(e) Subject to the urgency provisions in the Budget and Policy 
Framework Rules (Part 10), consider and recommend to Council 
the determination of any matter relating to the Council’s budget 

or approved policy framework, if it is minded to determine the 
matter in a manner contrary to or not wholly in accordance with 

the budget, policy framework as the case may be or if it is not 
authorised by the Council’s constitutional arrangements, 
standing orders, financial regulations, procedure rules or 

protocols; 
 

(f) Consider and respond to overview and scrutiny reports and 
recommendations; 

 

(g) Carry out such other functions as are set out in the Council’s 
Constitution or allocated to it by the Leader, Council or 

legislation from time to time. 
 

NOTES 

 
1. The Leader has determined that decisions on behalf of the Executive 

will continue to be made collectively by the Cabinet. Delegations to 
officers in relation to executive functions continue as set out in the 
Allocation of Responsibility for Functions as updated from time to time. 

2. Individual Cabinet members will continue to hold responsibility for 
political leadership in their assigned areas insofar as they are the 

responsibility of the executive. 
3. The Leader of the Council decide the size of the Cabinet and the 

number of Portfolio Holders.
